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REF. GEORGE'S BIG ‘FIRST’

BEING in charge of an ‘Old Firm’
game is an important assignment for
any referee, but when that match
happens to be the first time you’ve
handled a game between the two
teams and a Cup Final into the
bargain it becomes an even more
daunting task.

Yet that is the position George
Smith finds himself in this afternoon.
Today’s game will be his first in the
middle in a Rangers and Celtic match
and he is fully aware of the im-
portance of the occasion.

And, while the two teams are
battling it out for the honour of
another Cup win, Mr. Smith will be
making his own quiet little bit of
history. He will be the first referee
from Edinburgh to be given a Scot-
tish Cup Final appointment since the
Second World War.

Mr. Smith, who is 36, has been a
referee for 20 years, nine of which
have been as a Grade One official
and three as a FIF A whistler.

His involvement in refereeing
began as a 16-year-old when a knee
injury forced him to retire from
playing and he took charge of a boys
side in his home town of Edinburgh.
One afternoon the referee for a
match failed to turn up, George took
over and within a couple of months

he was enthusiastically attending
referee classes in a bid to gain the
necessary certificates which would
make him a qualified referee.

Now, 20 vyears later, he has
reached the pinnacle of the Scottish
refereeing grade by taking charge
of a Scottish Cup Final.

There have, however, been several
other big games in which he has been
involved. In 1975 he was one of the
linesmen in the European Cup-
Winners’ Cup Final in Basle between
Ferencvaros and Dynamo Kiev and
this season he refereed a European tie

between Ferencvaros and Lokomotiv
Sofia, a game he rates as the most
difficult he has ever had to handle.

“Ferencvaros had lost the first
game 3-0,” he explains, ““and the
game was strongly physical through-
out. There was a big crowd behind
the Hungarians and this gave the
whole game an electric atmosphere,
Ferencvaros managed to pull back
two goals, and they made claims for
about four or five penalties in the
first half.””

Mr. Smith turned them down and
he says, ‘| wasn’t very popular when
the game finished."”

Another match he was in charge
of this season was the League Cup
semi-final between Dundee United
and Hamilton Accies at East End
Park,

This, however, will be his first
big game at Hampden. Previously
he has only taken charge of matches
involving Queen’s Park at Hampden.

Mr. Smith, who works with the
Scottish Office in Edinburgh, has
been married three years and in
February this year his wife Pamela
gave birth to their first child, a boy
they named Euan.

His referee’s medal this afternoon
will give him something to proudly
show his son a couple of years from
now,

RANGERS AIM FOR

ANOTHER HAT-TRICK

WAY BACK, way back 101
years to be exact Rangers
didnt even turn up at
Hampden for the Scottish
Cup final replay.

That was the infamous
game against Vale of Leven
in 1879. The final ended in a
draw but Rangers protested
against a second goal being
disallowed. This was dis-
missed by the Committee.
Still  dissatisfied  Rangers
lodged an appeal but this too
was refused.

So on Saturday, April 26,
Vale of Leven turned up at
Hampden Park for the replay
and lined up on the field in
accordance with instructions.
Rangers had not turned up at
kick-off time and Vale took
the ball up the field and sent
it into the unguarded net—
and so won the Cup.

That was why Rangers had
to wait another 14 years for
their first Scottish Cup suc-
cess—and they beat Celtic in
that final 3-1.

But Ibrox fans need not
worry this time—John Greig
and his team will be at
Hampden and they’ll be
shooting for yet another
hat-trick of Cup triumphs.

Only two other clubs have
won the Scottish Cup three
years in a row, Queen’s Park
and Vale of Leven.

Rangers have now done it
three times and this after-
noon will be ‘shooting for a
record fourth. Manager John
Greig was in the side which
notched the third leg of their
last Hampden hat-trick back
in 1964.

Two years later he was at
Hampden again to captain
the team for the first time in
a Scottish Cup final. The
opponents that day—Celtic.

And for more reasons than
that the Rangers boss will
always remember that final,

still talked about as Kai
Johansen’s Hampden.
Greig recalls “Celtic

were really on the crest that
season tipped to win every-
thing but the Grand National.
It was a standing joke that
Rangers need not even
bother to turn up for all the
chance they had.

“But so much for the
prophets. We drew 0-0 in the

“When it came to the replay
everyone was convinced that
there was no way Celtic
could make a mistake second
time round. But our Danish
defender Kai Johansen got

the only goal of the replay
and we got the Cup.”

And that night firmly con-
vinced John Greig that form
plays little or no part in an
Old Firm game. And when it
is also a Scottish Cup final
the |brox manager is con-
vinced—"It is that bit extra
special.”’

He's qualified to judge
because he played in no
fewer than six against Celtic
and can call it quits—three
winners medals and three
losers.

It's 86 years since the first
one when Rangers notched
their opening success. The
two have met ten times since
in finals with the Cup being
withheld from both on one
infamous occasion. And it’s
still dead level with five wins
each.

And although it's not
exactly a rare event on the
Scottish soccer scene these
days John Greig is convinced
— “There’s no doubt that for
the players there's that extra
something in the game. The
atmosphere and attitude to
win is second to no other
game in the world.”

If there are two men
qualified to talk about Cup
finals it is the two men in
charge today, Greig and Billy
McNeill of Celtic. In great
careers with the two great
clubs they collected no fewer

than 13 winners’ medals
between them. The man
from Celtic Park has the
slight edge with seven.

But of the two Greig is the
only one to win the Scottish
Cup final as a manager. That
was last season when it took
three games at Hampden to
see off the challenge from
Hibs.

That was Greig's first taste
of a Scottish Cup final from
the dug-out and he sums it
up in gne word—murder.

He has no'doubts—"'There
is no comparison between
manager and player in a Cup
final. As a player you are out
on the field and if things
are not going well you
can do something about it.
As a manager there’s really
nothing you can do unless
you decide to make a
substitution.”

But John Greig quickly
points out—"'I'm not com-
plaining—1‘d rather be there
than where all but one other
manager is on Cup final day.
| spent four and a half
hours in the dug-out last
season before we won the
Cup and | wouldnt mind
doing it every season with
the same result.”

On the score of Cup final
experience Rangers may just
have that slight edge. Players
like Peter McCloy and Derek
Johnstone have already got

four winners’ medals and
Sandy Jardine, Colin'fackson
and Tommy McLean three
each. Most of these players
also know the other side of
the coin—an Old Firm defeat
in the Scottish Cup final.

But win, lose or draw this
afternoon Rangers manager
John Greig is very much a
realist. He sums up—"This
season we have introduced
players like Gregor Stevens
and John MacDonald. The
look is slowly changing.
Rangers have been so suc-
cessful in the past few
seasons but the time had
to come when changes had to
be made. To do this and
reach the final of the Scot-
tish Cup | would rate a fair

achievement.”

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* The most exciting prospect to
burst onto the Scottish football scene
in recent years! That's the tag which
Rangers’ starlet John MacDonald has
earned this season and his recent
selection as Young Player of the Year
by his fellow professionals confirms
John's standing in the game.

The Drumchapel youngster's per-
formances have been a revelation in
what has been a difficult season for
Rangers and, despite his lack of
years, the lbrox winger can cause
many problems for the Celtic defence
this afternoon.

It was the 18-year-old winger who
opened the scoring in last August’s
Drybrough Cup Final against the
Parkhead side, that goal setting
Rangers on the road to a 3-1 win,
and, by scoring against Celtic again
in a league game a few weeks later,
John has given the Celts cause to
mark him closely today.

With so much talent to offer the
game, all this young man lacks is
experience but, in the years to come,
with a few more campaigns under his
belt, John should establish himself
not only as one of Scotland’s best
but as one of the world’s top players.

WITHOUT doubt George
Young, Captain of Rangers
and Scotland, was the most
commanding figure of his era.

Over 6ft tall and weigh-
ing around 15st,big “Corky"”’
had a tremendous physical
presence that made him a
natural leader and in 75
representative  appearances
he captained Scottish teams
no fewer than fifty times.

But despite his size Young
was remarkably light on his
feet with fantastic ball con-
trol and his uncanny ability
to “read’” a game correctly
and use his positional sense
to advantage were once
described enviously by an
opponent as magical.

A native of Grangemouth
he joined Rangers from
Kirkintilloch Rob Roy in
September 1941 and stayed
with them for the entire six-
teen years of his career
before retiring at the age of
34.

During those great years
he helped his club win six
league championships, four
Scottish  Cups and two
League Cups.

In 1949 when Rangers
won all three trophies he
scored two penalty goals
against Clyde in the Scottish
Cup Final.

He gained his fourth cup
medal against Aberdeen in
1953 when acting as sub-
stitute goalkeeper he made
two great saves that earned
Rangers a replay of the
Hampden final.

Within eighteen months
of signing for the club Young
had earned his first Scottish
cap as Scotland’s centre-half
in a wartime international at
Maine Road but what a
disaster that turned out to
be with England winning 8-0
and the great Tommy Lawton
scoring four times.

It wasn’t surprising that
the new boy was dropped
after that but he regained

his place and went on to

become a fixture in the
Scotland team, captaining
the side in internationals
against England from 1948
to 1957.

But for such a majestic
character George admitted
to superstitions.

After the celebrations
from one early triumph he
kept the cork from the
champagne bottle . . . hence
his nickname.

And in the days when
shorts had back pockets
George used to carry what
he regarded as his lucky five-
shilling piece on to the field
with him,

For most of his dis-
tinguished career he played
at right-back in the legend-
ary lIron Curtain defence
of Brown, Young, Shaw,
McColl, Woodburn and Cox
and the jousts against the
“Famous Five'’ of Hibs and
the “Terrible Trio"" of Hearts
in those days were a high-
light of each season.

After his retiral he went
into managership with Third
Lanark and gave that ill-
fated club a brief run of suc-
cess in the early sixties.

He is now a hotelier in
Crossford in the Clyde
Valley but for many the
imperishable memory of
George Young will be of him
leading out the Scotland
team at Wembley and Hamp-
den side by side with his
arch-rival for so many years,
England’s Billy Wright.

BOBBY COLLINS thrilled
fans everywhere for twenty
years as a player (and,
indeed, only last month
turned out in a charity
match in Edinburgh at the
age of 49) but his career in
league football got off to the
shakiest of starts.

Signed by Celtic in 1949
as an 18-year-old from Pollok
Juniors, it was only to dis-
cover that Everton were
claiming him as their player.

Eventually the mix-up
was sorted out though Collins
had to serve a six-week sus-
pension from the SFA before
being allowed to kiek a ball
for Celtic.

Ironically he was to leave
Parkhead nine years later in
a big transfer to, guess who?
... Everton!

But with that false start
behind him Bobby, affec-
tionately dubbed ““The Wee
Barra”’ went on to become
one of the finest forwards,
both on the wing and at
inside, the game has
produced.

Only 5ft 4in and with an
impish grin, many a defender
must have thought he was on
easy street against him only
to discover that the wee man
had a shot like a cannon and
could tackle like a demon.

One report said that he
could cut defences to rib-
bons without leaving any
ghastly edges on the wounds.

He made hisdebut against
Rangers on the opening day
of season 1949-50 and cele-
brated with a 3-2 win.

And the following season
he played in the Scottish
Cup Final when Celtic's 1-0
victory against Motherwell
ended thirteen lean years
without a major trophy.

The Celtic team on that
auspicious occasion _was:
Hunter, Fallon, Rollo, Evans,
Boden, Baillie, Weir, Collins,
McPhail, Peacock, Tully.

Bobby's international run
of 31 full caps for Scotland
spanned fifteen years and
two generations of famous
names.

When he got his first cap

against Wales in October
1950 his team-mates included
Jimmy Cowan, George
Young, Willre McNaught,
Willie Woodburn, Alec

Forbes, Billy Liddell .
and the other inside-forward
was Billy Steel.

His last game, against
Poland in May 1965, was in
the company of such as John
Greig, Billy McNeill, Willie
Henderson, Denis Law and
John Hughes.

After playing for Celtic
and Everton a new era
opened up for Collins with
Leeds United. Under his
captaincy they won the
second division champion-
ship in 1964 and the follow-
ing season were runners-up
for both the League and
Cup double in England . . .
and Bobby was voted
England’s footballer of the

year.

A badly-fractured leg in a
Fairs Cup match in Turin
almost ended his career but
Bobby made a comeback to
play again for Leeds before
moving on to Bury and even
then the success story wasn't
over for he skippered them
to promotion to the Second
Division!

Rangers highest win in
a Scottish Cup Final was
against St. Mirren in 1934
when they triumphed 5-0.
Their best victory over
Celtic in the final was in
1928 when they won 4-0.

Celtic’s highest win in a
Cup Final was 6-1 against
Hibs in 1972. Their best
win against today’'s op-
ponents in a Scottish Cup
Final was in 1969 when
they won 4-0.

Celtic first won the
Scottish Cup in 1892 when
they beat Queens Park 5-1.
Rangers opened their Scot-
tish Cup victory account
two vyears later against
Celtic by winning 3-1 in
the first ever final between
the two Glasgow clubs.

Today’'s final will be
the 95th in the history of
the competition. Today’s
teams have met each other
in 11 previous finals, in-
cluding the 1909 final
when the Cup was with-
held.

Rangers are playing in
their 35th final today and
are seeking their 24th Cup
win and their third in
succession.

Celtic have appeared in
39 finals and have been
winners on 25 occasions,
which is a record.

This afternoon’s game
will be the sixth meeting
between the ‘Old Firm’
this season. Celtic have
won two, Rangers have
won one and the other
two have finished level.

Celtic boss Billy McNeill
holds the record for the
most Scottish Cup winners’
medals won with any one
club. In his last match for

Celtic in the 1975 final
against Airdrie, he col-
lected his seventh medal.

His opposite number at
Rangers, John Greig, shares
the lbrox club record with
Bob McPhail for most
Scottish Cup medals won.
They each lifted six medals,
although Bob McPhail had
also lifted one with Airdrie
in the 1924 final against
Hibs, bringing his tally to
seven.

Celtic's top goalscorer
in the Scottish Cup this
season is winger Johnny
Doyle who has netted four
goals. His team-mate Bobby
Lennox has grabbed three.

Rangers’ top marksman
is John MacDonald with
four, while Derek John-
stone has scored one less.

Did you know that
when Celtic won their first
ever Scottish Cup final
they did so at Ibrox? Or
that when Rangers won the
trophy in later years they
lifted the Cup at Celtic
Park? it’s true!

To find the story behind
Celtic’s first win, you have
to go back to the 189192
final when they met
Queen’s Park.

The game drew a crowd
of 40,000 — an exceptional
size at that time — and,
although the match didn't
start until 4 p.m., the
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ground was packed two
hours before kick-off. On
several occasions the crowd
spilled onto the pitch be-
cause of pressure on the
terracings, but although
Celtic won 1-0, they were
not awarded the Cup.

Unknown to the players
and officials of both teams,
it had been decided at half-
time that, because of the
encroachment onto the
playing field by spectators,
the game would only con-
tinue as a friendly!

That meant the match
had to be replayed and,
with prices being doubled
from the first game, the
attendance was cut by half.
Celtic ran out convincing
5-1 winners. Their winning
team was: Cullen, Rey-
nolds, Doyle, Maley, Kelly,
Gallacher, McCallum,
Brady, Dowds, McMahon,
Campbell.

Rangers triumph in the
1902-03 competition at
Celtic Park also proved to
be an eventful one.

The final against Hearts
had to go to three matches
before the Light Blues

eventually clinched the
Cup by winning 2-0.
In the first game,

Rangers were leading 1-0
by a goal through Stark
after 48 minutes, but
almost immediately after
the goal was scored, the
referee had to suspend play
because a fierce storm
broke over the ground.
When play resumed Hearts
took the initiative and
drew level to force a
replay.

The next game ended in
a goal-less draw, but the
third match was the
deciding one, Mackie and
Hamilton netting goals, but
again there was drama.
Drummond, the Rangers
left back, ruptured a thigh
muscle and had to leave
the field, meaning his team
had to play with ten men
because, of course, there
were no substitutes in
those days.

The winning Rangers
team was: Dickie, Fraser,
Drummond, Henderson,
Stark, Robertson, Mac-
Donald, Mackie, Hamilton,
Speedie, Smith.
